The power of the mind

I’ve always been fascinated by the way people behave: how they think and how they communicate,
from body language to speech. My shelves are stacked with books on every aspect of self-help and self-
improvement. I’ve attended any number of workshops and seminars but I can honestly say that one of the
best courses I’ve ever done was a course in NLP.

(O)NLP (Neuro Linguistic Programming) is an extraordinary tool, and one which I would recommend
to everyone.Taking a course will improve your communication skills in every way, whether you are a
salesperson wishing to improve your targets, or a teacher wishing to motivate your students.

They say there’s no point looking back as there’s nothing you can do to change the past if there are
things you regret, and there’s nothing you can do to bring the past back to life, but I would disagree in some
ways as | enjoy reminding myself of how life used to be when I was younger.
